Plaintiffs-Appellants Derek Hamilton and 15 other residents of the Mohican Juvenile Correctional Facility are
appealing an Order of the U.S. District Court of the Northern District of Ohio (J. Nugent) denying their Motion for
TRO and preliminary injunction and dismissing their First Amended Complaint against Defendant-Appellee
Ashland County Board of Elections ("the Board"). The U.S. District Court of the Northern District of Ohio (J.
Nugent) concluded that Hamilton and the other young men registered to vote in the incorrect county. Because
the deadline has passed to re-register, these young men will not be allowed to vote in the upcoming election
unless the decision is reversed.

Issues Raised:
1. Did the district court err in denying Appellants' Motion for a TRO and dismissing the First Amended
Complaint?

a. Were Appellants unlawfully deprived of their right to vote when the Board interpreted Ohio's residency
statutes to determine that Appellants incorrectly registered in Ashland County?

b. Were Appellants deprived of their due process right to be heard by the procedures used by the Board to
determine they were improperly registered?
